32 are at the SOS Emergency Shelter in Lahore.

01 has been integrated into the SOS Children’s Village in Lahore.

O3 are at Life Care, Lahore - an institution for mentally and physicallgibapped
children.

05 have been integrated into the SOS Children’s Village in Rawalpindi.

72 are at the new SOS Emergency Shelter in Rawalpindi.

12 are at the SOS Youth Facility in Rawalpindi.

23 are at the new SOS Children’s Village in Sialkot.

51 are at the new SOS Emergency Shelter in Dhodial, NWFP

03 have been integrated into the SOS Children’s Village, Faisalabad

with their extended families.
